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The season of Advent is upon us. óAdventô, which 
comes from the Latin word óadvenioô, which means, ñto 
come toò, begins on the Sunday nearest Nov. 30

th
 (the 

feast of Saint Andrew) and lasts 4 Sundays up to, and 
including, Christmas Eve.  

During Advent, Old Testament readings (generally taken 
from Old Testament prophets like Isaiah or Micah) 
remind us of dark times long ago, when Godôs people 
were watching and waiting and preparing for Godôs 
coming into the world in the life of Jesus Christ.  

Likewise, we light candles during Advent, remembering 
that we too are waiting to celebrate Christôs arrival at 
Christmas ï a light for a world in darkness ï while 
looking ahead to his second coming. It is a time of 
spiritual preparation in which we ready ourselves to 
receive Jesus anew into our lives, while looking ahead 
to the future with eager anticipation toward all that God 
has promised to yet do for us. 

However, Godôs intention is not that we wait around idly. 
Instead, we look ahead to the day when Christ will bring 
to the world the fullness of Godôs kingdom, while 
remembering that we ï in our living ï are meant to be 
but one means by which Godôs kingdom comes to a 
world in need even now. 

The colour associated with Advent is deep blue, the 
colour of the night time sky and a colour of royalty. This 
Advent Season, let me invite you to make room to 
welcome the Christ child anew into your heart even as 
you recommit yourself to being a part of his mission to 
the world.

The Candy Cane Story

A candy maker in Indiana wanted to make a candy that would be a 
witness, so he created the Christmas candy cane.  He incorporated several 
symbols for the birth, ministry, and death of Jesus Christ. 

He began with a stick of pure white hard candy.  White symbolizes the 
virgin birth and the sinless nature of Jesus.  The hard candy symbolizes 
the solid rock - the foundation of the church and firmness of Godôs 
promises. 

The candy maker made the candy in the form of the letter ñJò to represent 
the name of Jesus.  It also represents the staff with which the Good 
Shepherd reaches down to the ditches of the world to lift out the fallen 
lambs who, like all sheep, have gone astray. Thinking that the candy was 
somewhat plain, the candy maker stained it with red stripes.  The candy 
maker used the three small stripes to represent the scourging Jesus 
received by which we were healed.  The large red stripe was for the blood 
shed by Christ on the cross. 

Since that time, however, the candy has become known 
just as the candy cane.  The story of its creation has been 
lost to tradition and mass production, and it is now available 
in many different colours, shapes, and sizes.

1. What is PAR?  

Pre-Authorized Remittance is a "direct debit" 
program. Once a month donations are debited from 
your account and then electronically transferred to 
Calvinôs account. If you are away on some 
Sundays, this helps to keep your commitment 
without having to "catch up" on your return. If you 
donôt go away, then you can forget worrying about 
making up your envelope weekly- itôs done for you! 

2. What is the general response to PAR at 

Calvin?  

Presently 27 families give using PAR with total 
monthly donations around $4,250. Your Financial 
Team would like to double this number! 

3. Can I participate if I don't belong to Calvin?  

Anyone can use PAR - members, adherents, 
friendséPresbyterians never turn down money!! 

4. Can PAR be deposited into more than one 

church fund?  

Yes! You can give monthly (see brochure ) to  1) 
Our Church  (for Calvinôs use),  2) Presbyterian 
Sharing - sent to the Presbyterian Church in 
Canada , or  3) Other - This can be designated for  
specified uses ï e.g. PWS&D, Halifax West Food 
Bank, or anything else to which you wish to donate 
on a monthly basis.  List the donees and amounts 
if more than one. (See item #9 below) 

 5. When and how long does it take to start or  

change PAR donations?  

If the information is received by your treasurer by 
the 1st of any month your change will be affective 
for that month. Debits from your account will 
happen on the 20th of each month (or the next 
business day if the 20th falls on a holiday/ 

weekend). This date is not variable.

6. How much does PAR cost the local congrega-

tion?  

The PAR program costs us 50¢ per donor, per month. 
This is not bad considering that our bank charges us 
14 cents to cash each cheque we receive (ex: a  4 
Sunday month = 4 X .14 = 56 cents and a 5 Sunday 
month = 70 cents).  It also costs us $ 1.39 for every 
$1,000 cash deposited. Thus PAR saves on fees! Par 
fees are an expense to Calvin - as the banking fees are 
- thus they do not affect your donation amount. 

7. How does a PAR giver change the amount of gift 

or change to a different bank account?  

All changes of this nature go through the treasurer- 
phone, email, mail, or drop a note on collection plate. If 
received before 1st of a month, it takes effect for that 
monthôs withdrawal on the 20th. 

8. What about members who feel uncomfortable 
about not putting something on the offering plate 

on Sunday?  

The PAR program offers cards to be placed on the of-
fering plate. They are found on the table in the Narthex 
- take a few to last you several weeks. (Please do not 
mark on cards - as they are recycled! ) Many mem-
bers soon become anxiety free, and donôt mind 
ñPassing the Plate!ò   Collectors are aware that many 
are on PAR and will be ñpassing the plateò. 

9. How do I make special offerings?  

Our envelope Secretary will give you a special pack 
containing envelopes for special donations. You can 
use these or any envelope to give for specific causes - 
Memorials, extra donation, food bank, PWS&D, bulle-
tins, etc.  Just note your envelope number and what 
the donation is for and you will be recorded as usual. 
Note that when you are on PAR, your envelope num-
ber will change to one in the 300ôs. It will be given to 
you in your introductory letter once you are accepted. 

10. Are there other options to PAR?  

Yes, you can also give by advanced dated envelopes, 
monthly, or continue using weekly envelopes!    Itôs 
your choice!

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Calvin choir is exploring its role as a leader of congregational singing with the help of a book called SING! by 
Keith and Kristyn Getty. 
 
Whatever you think about singing, the truth is, singing is for everyone regardless of ability. What a wonderful 
experience it is to be in the company of a joyfully singing church. Repeatedly, throughout Scripture, we are 
commanded  to be a singing people. 
 
We do not worship the ñart of singing,ò we worship Him. Sing because you love the One who made you  - 
and formed you - and enables you to sing. Worship is about our hearts. Itôs about What  and Who  we love 
more than anything . Godôs love for us - inspires our response of love for Him and calls forth songs of joy 
from our lips. 
 
No auditions necessary .  Singing in church is for everyone, not by ourselves and to ourselves, but out loud 
ï together as part of ñthe assembly of the saintsò that is, (in the company of other believers).  It is a clear 
directive from our Lord and Saviour to sing as a regular part of our worship life.  Paul told the members of the 
church in Ephesus, ñWhen you meet together sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs as you praise the Lord 
with all your heart.  Always use the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to thank God the Father for everything.ò  
Ephesians 5:19-20. 
 
Congregational singing is one of the greatest and most beautiful tools we have been given  to declare Godôs 
ñexcellencies,ò and sharing in His Glory. 
 
The New Testament implies that our singing is important. 
Many of us are really more of a ómouthing-along-with the 
wordsô kind of people. Thatôs okay.  Singing out loud takes 
practice and a heck of a lot of courage.  But é What if we 
- all - stepped out together on this journey - to sing 
better in our worship!  
 
This book is about singing together ñas the churchò and 
how it impacts all of our lives  especially in our worship.  It 
is a conversation for the whole church to explore as 
followers of Christ. Calvin choir stands in front to lead the 
singing.  We in the choir are glad to see that all of you 
are joining in.  
 
Luther in the Reformation  was passionate and serious about the art and practice of music, especially 
congregational singing. We are a singing people because it is how God created us. Itôs what we do. And 
when we sing together as a church, we are simply joining in with what the rest of creation is doing.

TERM ELDERSHIP ELECTIONS  

As a part of the ongoing rotation of term elders, the Session is now calling for the election of new elders. The 
following is an attempt to answer some of the questions you might have regarding this process. 

 

How many Elders are we looking for?  

óTerm serviceô stipulates that 1/3 of a Sessionôs membership is to be renewed every 2 years. The Session 
here at Calvin has been operating with a membership of 15 elders, meaning we are now looking to elect 6 

individuals  (5 + 1 elder who has stepped down since our last election) to serve on the Session. 

 

What do the Elders do?  

The Eldership is an office of óspiritual leadershipô and, as such, Elders are responsible for working with the 
minister (with whom they form the Session) and for providing leadership, supervision, oversight, and pastoral 
care for all groups, members, and adherents connected with the congregation. (BoF section 109.1) 

 

Who can be elected as an Elder to the Session?  

Those being elected to the eldership must be committed Christians, professing members of the congregation, 
and should be in regular attendance at worship. To help, a congregational list of names will be circulated via 
email for your consideration. 

 

Moreover, the Apostle Paul suggests that Elders should serve as ñan example to the believers in speech, 
conduct, love, faith and purityò (1 Timothy 4:12). Paul also goes on to say that those serving as Elders should 
not be overbearing or quick tempered, but should instead be hospitable, one who loves what is good, who is 
self-controlled, upright, holy and disciplined, and an encouragement to others through the living of their faith 
(Titus 1:7-9).

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They should exhibit gifts you believe would be useful within the spiritual leadership and visioning of the 
church, while at the same time being, as the Apostle Paul suggests, ñan example to the believers in speech, 
conduct, love, faith and purityò ï one who is not overbearing or quick tempered, but who is instead hospitable, 
one who loves what is good, who is self-controlled, upright, holy and disciplined, and an encouragement to 
others through the living of their faith (see 1 Timothy 4:12 & Titus 1:7-9).  

 

Those who have previously been ordained as Elders, but who are either no longer serving on the Session or 
in scheduled to step down in the rotation, can be re-elected to the Session 

 

How are people elected to serve as Elders on the Session?  

 

Step 1:  

Their names must be submitted in writing, and attested to by at least 2 members of the congregation (with 
their names appearing together on one ballot). This can be done using the óNomination Ballotsô that will 
available outside the Sanctuary. Ballots can be filled out and dropped into the nomination box between Jan. 
6th to the 20th. 

 

Step 2:  

Session will then vet the nomination ballots at its regular meeting on Jan. 21st (i.e. removing spoiled ballots, 
ineligible nominees, and names not attested to by 2 or more supports.). The remaining ballots will then be 
counted and the top 6 supported nominees moved onto a short list. 

 

Step 3:  

The Session will contact, meet with, and pray for each nominee on its short list regarding their willingness to 
accept their nomination to the Eldership. Should any nominee(s) decline the nomination, the Session will then 
approach the next highest nominated candidate on its list. 

 

Step 4:  

After the Session has identified 6 candidates willing to stand for election to the Session, these names will be 
presented to the congregation, with the congregation being asked to vote their support as it pertains to each 
individual candidate. (Ideally, this could happen as early as mid February). 

 

Step 5:  

Should all 6 candidates receive sufficient support from the congregation voting, those candidates will be 
admitted to the Session.  

 

Step 6:  

Previously ordained elders being re-elected to the Session will be admitted without re-ordination. For those 
candidates being elected to the eldership for the first time, a service of ordination will be scheduled (ideally 
before the end of April).

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Christmas Poinsettia Plant Care & Selection  

What better way to decorate for Christmas than by adding a festive poinsettia plant to your holiday 

decor? These plants come in many colors and sizes and will surely add to your Christmas spirit.  

Poinsettia plants are clearly one of the most popular Christmas plants available today. It's no surprise - 

the plant provides a beautiful Christmas flower and has been admired in the United States since Joel 

Poinsett brought the plant into the country from Mexico the early 1800's.  

Contrary to popular myths and urban legends, poinsettias are not poisonous to children or pets; 

however, the sap can cause some minor skin irritation to some people. These plants have been widely 

tested for toxins and are proven to be safe -- but it's still not recommended to eat one!  

Choosing a Poinsettia Plant  

This commercial cultivation continues today with over 67 known varieties.  

Varieties sold in garden centres include Poinsettias in red, and shades of white, cream, yellow, red, pink, 

and peach. Some are with variegated bracts that are striped, marbled, or spotted. Poinsettias are one of 

the most important floricultural crops produced in this country. More poinsettia plants are sold in 

November and December than any other plant through the year. And the Poinsettia is easily the 

traditional December Holiday plant.  

With so many varieties available, you should have no problem finding one that's right for you. When 

shopping for your poinsettia, select the one with the most blooms. These are the most valuable of plants. 

Look for dark green plants and don't buy one that has its leaves falling off. This indicates that it is old, 

and not very healthy.  

How to Care For Your Poinsettia  

If you are one of those who like to purchase a poinsettia every year for the holidays, you should know 

some basic care for the plant:  

1) These plants are very sensitive, so don't expose it to extreme temperatures. Always cover them in 

plastic when transporting them in cold weather, and keep them away from drafts and heat sources.  

2) Place the plant in filtered/indirect sunlight for about 6 hours a day. If it is not Autumn, you can keep it in 

relative darkness for the rest of the day and eventually, it will think it is Fall -- thus it will begin blooming.  

3) Water the plant only when the soil is dry. To avoid root -rot, utilize drain holes.  

4) Repot the plant as it grows and add fertilizer after the blooming season.  

5) You can place poinsettias outdoors when the average low temperature does not fall below 65°.  

If you don't have a green thumb, consider one of the silk varieties available today. While it's not the real 

deal, it's the next best thing!
